BETTY’S DAY CARE CENTER

ENROLLMENT/DISCHARGE and DISCIPLINE  GUIDANCE  REQUIREMENTS

Our center has been developed to provide a safe, healthy, and happy environment for all children  and staff alike. In achieving  these set goals we have established the following rules and polices.

1. Children must demonstrate ability to participate in all scheduled activities of the appropriate assigned classroom.

2. Children must display respect for each other and our school rules, as well as themselves.

3. If a child is   not able to comply with these rules, firm positive statements about behaviors or redirection of behaviors shall be the accepted techniques for use with infants and toddlers. Older children  as well,  should have firm positive statements and redirection, if that fails, with children older than 24 months, removal from the group to help the child gain control, may be used and shall not exceed one minute per year of age.

4. Parents will be notified of all behavioral concerns in writing, and a copy will be kept on file.  Clinical behavior management plans may be developed to meet the needs of  a particular child if developed with the parent and a profession clinician.  Staff will be made aware and train on implementation.  If we can not reach an appropriate arrangement after three occurrences;

5. According to the Department of Children’s and Family Services Code: 407.250 j. & k. “Any child who, attempts have been made to meet the child’s individual needs, demonstrates inability  to benefit for the type of care offered by the facility, or whose presence is detrimental to the group, shall be discharged from the facility”. “ In all instances, when a facility decides that it is the best interest of the child to terminate enrollment, the child’s and parents’ needs shall be considered by planning with the parents to meet the child’s needs when he or she leaves the facility, including referrals to other agencies or facilities.”

6. Our facility shall use discipline measures designed and carried out in such a way as to help individual children develop self-control and to assume responsibility for their own acts.

Center Rules:

-Rules should be stated to the children in clear simple language and action that guides them and helps them learn acceptable behavior in the center.

-Discipline should be handled be a person who has a relationship of mutual acceptance and respect with the 

-In the case of inappropriate behavior, the child shall at all times be re-directed verbally as to the appropriate desired behavior.

-In the case that redirection does not resolve the undesirable behavior,  removal from that activity to one in a different interest area accompanied with appropriate explanation of why change of activity took place.

-In  the case that activity change does not work a “renewal time” will be taken. Time away form activities by physical removal to an area that eliminates the child’s contact with toys and activities.  The child must be made aware of why they were taken away from the activity and be reminded of acceptable behavior. A written statement  as to these actions should be made available  for the parent to review and sign.

-No one will throw any object in the building or outdoors. ( Balls should be rolled indoors)

-Children will not be allowed to destroy property  or injure another person intentionally.

MOST IMPORTANT:   Staff should strive to be aware of why child is experiencing discipline problems.  Staff should keep in mind how they would feel if some over powered them, and took them away for things 

they enjoyed doing. Parents should inform Director of events that may alter child’s behavior at school.
