HEALTH POLICY INFORMATION

The following policies have been designed to keep your child’s’ health in mind. We ask that you, the parent take an active roll in following these guidelines.  If you should have any questions or concerns regarding this policy, please contact the center director, or the Hoffman Estates Health and Human Services Department at 847-882-4445.  In group child care we must be clear and consistent with these policies.

FEVERS:  If a child develops a 101.0 fever of higher at school, parents will be called to pick up the child.

The child cannot return to school until the child has been fever free, without the aid of a fever reducing medication for a full 24 hours regardless of the cause of the fever.   During a fever, a child expels higher amounts of the infectious virus or bacterial, thus passing the infection to others. Antibiotics do not treat a viral organism and will not make a child non-infectious, reasoning for excluding children with fevers on antibiotics is that the antibiotics will treat the bacterial infection and the child must have a full days dosage before returning to school.  

CHICKEN POX: Before returning to school after an outbreak of Chicken Pox, all pox marks must be completely dry.  Please check with the center director before returning the child to class. No deductions for tuition – Please have your child immunized.

EAR INFECTIONS: An ear infection is a secondary infection.  There is usually a primary infection of viral nature (ie: a cold) that causes the fluid to be present in the estuation tube causing the ear infection.  A child must be on the antibiotic for 24 hours, and be fever free, with out the aid of fever reducing medication before returning to school.

MEDICAITIONS: 

Prescription Medication: may only be administered if the permission slip is properly completed

 and the original pharmacy label must be current and on the bottle, and must be for child indicated.

Non-prescription (Over the Counter):  may only be administered with a detailed doctor’s note (not a nurse) with clear , exact directions, example: John Smith must have one teaspoon of sunscreen applied to each arm and leg, and a dime sized blot to each cheek, and nose, due to sun sensitivity.  Doctor’s notes are needed for Diaper wipes, diaper creams, and things like lip balms, as well as any cough or cold remedies.

 HOWEVER,  keep in mind the enclosed information from the Health Department regarding infectious decease control in a child care setting. 

DOCTOR’S NOTES ARE REQUIRED FOR ANY AND ALL MEDICATIONS, AND FOR THE

RETURN TO SCHOOL FROM ANY OF THE ABOVE LISTED ILLNESSES, AND ANY MENTIONED

ITEMS.  NOTE MUST INCLUDE :  DATE, DIAGINOSIS, PERSMISSION TO RETURN, SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS, EXACT AMOUNT TO GIVE AND FOR HOW LONG TO GIVE/USE.

Your cooperation and understanding will help to ensure a healthy environment for your child and his peers.
